EMPTY IS GOOD NEWS
..Death no longer has dominion over Him (Romans 6:9)

The word ‘Empty’ would not always augur well. For example, an empty
bank account, an empty house or an empty mind but not so when it
comes to the empty tomb. The wonder of the Resurrection of Jesus
Christ is that it is irreversible, irrevocable and irreplaceable. The
completion of the work of Jesus on the Cross was through His resur-
rection. Imagine the scenario wherein after all the horror of the death
of Jesus on the Cross, declaring those historic statements that churches
study every year on Good Friday and then, what if there was no resur-
rection. No resurrection will mean that Jesus is only human and that
the sting of sin and the consequences of sin will be applicable to Jesus
as well. NO. Jesus conquered death through death so that there is a
living hope after death. Here are seven highlights of the Empty Tomb
that teach us life lessons even today.

E. God’s Will is Final no matter what satan tries (Romans 16:20)
F. God’s Rule is Unstoppable for all of eternity (2 Samuel 7:16)

While God the Father knew that His power will bring forth Jesus from
the dead, here are some who had the greatest shock in human his-
tory. The adversary, the devil did not see this coming, the Chief Priests
and religious leaders did not see this coming and certainly the Ro
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man rulers would not have thought about this in their wildest imagina-
tion.

The Empty Tomb means the Throne of God will never be empty, the
name above every other name – the name of Jesus, will be exalted
and worshipped for all of eternity.

Anytime, you feel down, discouraged or disheartened, anytime you
feel every road is closed and there is no way, remember the Empty
Tomb.

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Follow Jesus……Like Sunflowers follow
the Sunshine

Flowers have an expression of countenance so is it when our eye
strikes on a field of sunflowers. Everyone loves the sunflower! What’s
so amazing is that sunflowers look like the sun!  Even though they
aren’t the sun, they remind us of it because of the way they look.

That is one of the remarkable characteristics of sunflowers, although
it grows in soil, it follows the sun … no matter what. It starts each day
facing east, and swings westward throughout the day as the sun
moves across the sky.

Quite strange…but yet beautiful, right!

Yes, God has created some plants with a tendency to move in the
direction of the sun. Ancient Greeks called this phenomenon
‘Heliotropism’. Just like humans, plants have internal biological clock
referred to a ‘Circadian Rhythm’, which helps plants to respond to
changes in roughly 24 hour cycles.

So,this exclusive nature of sunflower is the work of its circadian
rhythm…

Before the break of dawn, the sunflower faces east towards the
direction of sunrise .. as the sun moves from east to west, the flower
turns westward as well …  when the sun sets the flower reverts to its
original position, facing the east, to begin the cycle afresh the next
day.

This sterling and sublime command of our Master, ‘Feed My Sheep’
was given to His most impetuous and robust disciple Peter – the ‘Big
Fisherman’.

At a close breakfast fellowship on the shore of Galilee soon after our
Master’s appearance in the Upper Room, our Lord now means serious
work.  He pointedly asks Peter who would prove to be the most dynamic
forerunner of discipleship “…do you love Me more than these?”.  Perhaps
Jesus must have referred to the boat, fishing net and tackle.  Peter is
expected to make a life change.  Not once, but three times, Peter is
addressed with this question and Peter, hurt and baffled, replies firmly
and passionately, “Yea Lord, You know that I love You”.

The Lord speaks the same words to you and me.  Words that resound
through millenniums “Feed My Sheep!”

Jesus knew that the shepherd has to go in search of the sheep.  The
Ethiopian prince in Acts 8 did not go in search of Philip.  Philip went
hunting for him.  The first practical step for this command of our Lord
would be to step out and seek those who were ignorant of this heavenly
gift of salvation.  Let us delight in telling His story!

Jesus knew how much Peter loved Him but was reminding Peter, as
He reminds all of us, that love brings responsibilities.  It is certainly
not enough if we merely feed on His Word, enjoying the treasures
and beauty of His Word.  With the flame of the Holy Spirit within us,
we have to reach out in love and compassion to the sad, blind world
groping in the dark.

My examples of this humble loving care are taken from the world
around me.  A lovely lady, after attending our morning service would
step out and squat on the bare ground with a group of poverty-
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stricken men and women, in close fellowship.  She was totally oblivious
to curious glances that would come her way!  This was a beautiful
reflection of the love of Christ for the destitute.  I fondly remember
another doctor lady of yesteryear, who so quietly dispensed her medical
expertise, reaching out to market folk and daily wage earners, never
hesitating to call out to a poor urchin boy across the street, limping
around with a dirty bandage on a gaping wound.  She personally
cleaned and dressed the wound.  These are but a few examples of
luminous unknown saints in Christ’s service.

While we believers lift our Lord’s Name in exuberant praise, our love
should also find expression in action.  Jesus does not demand that we
win.  He simply asks that we go.

The disciples were not men of refined ideas and philosophies; they
were men on fire and acted and obeyed. It is said that Christianity is
best with its sleeves rolled up.

Let us use the Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ as a springboard
– not just to believe but to do something about it.

This church ministry was founded in the year 1973 and has a strength
of fifty children drawn from the families of load bearers, auto drivers
and domestic helpers living around the church.  It functions at two
places – the church campus and Balaramapuram.

The preschoolers of the Day Care Centre are aged 2-1/2 to 5 years
and learn about the world around them and the love of Jesus through
songs, stories, games and numerous creative activities.

Clean habits, basic discipline and values are imparted to them.  A
beautifully located, well equipped outdoor playground provides the
children with important physical development.

The Centre provides the children with a well-balanced diet of milk,
eggs, chicken garden fresh vegetables, fruits, legumes and pulses.

Spiritual and moral nurturing is given in the form of songs, prayers,
Bible verses and stories.

The children are continuously assessed in their academic skills and
an assessment report is given to parents.Each child is provided with a
set of uniform and comfortable footwear.

The children happily participate in drills, colourful dances, talents and
sports competitions on Independence Day, Christmas and Project
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Day. Every year the children, parents and staff enjoy a picnic at a
local attraction like Guindy park.

ULCERS IN THE BODY – I

MOUTH ULCERS
“Doctors treat, but Jesus heals”

I will praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; marvelous
are your works, and that my soul knows very well (Ps 139:14 NKJV).
Each one of us is a unique creation of God.  When we have a disease,
doctors treat but Jesus heals.

Deficiency of vitamin B2 (Riboflavin) mainly affects the tongue and
lips and causes inflammation of the angles of the mouth.  The richest
source of riboflavin is milk and milk products.  Oral tablets are also
available.

Mouth ulcers (Aphthous ulcers) are superficial and painful; they occur
in any part of the mouth.  Recurrence of ulcers, in spite of treatment
is seen in 30% of the population.  Topical corticosteroid or choline
salicylate (8.7%) gel can effect healing.  Symptomatic relief is achieved
using local anaesthetic mouthwashes.  A few patients have very severe,
recurrent aphthous ulcers and need oral steroids.

Mouth ulcers can also be due to Fungus (Candidiasis; oral thrush),
Virus (Herpes simplex) and bacteria.  Oral thrush can occur in babies,
debilitated patients, patients receiving prolonged corticosteroid or
antibiotic therapy.  They are also seen in diabetics and immuno
suppressed patients, especially those receiving cytotoxic therapy and
patients with AIDS.  Oral thrush is treated by anti fungal suspension
or lozenges.  A detailed history and investigation of the patient will
identify the cause, which can be treated, appropriately.
